                                 Re: Status on the Transfer from MERSETA to W&RSETA
Dear Fuel Retailers,

We are very happy to report that 2855 Fuel Retailers registered under the Sector Industry Code 63500, were successfully transferred to W&RSETA and are now registered on the Seta’s Management System. (SMS)

The Regions are currently in the process of capturing the 1137 “manual” WSPs/ATRs received from Fuel Retailers for the 2011/2012 financial year in preparation for the payment of Mandatory Grants. 

This process will be completed within the next few weeks and it is hoped that once the process is completed the payment of the Mandatory Grants will be effected and based on the Levies received for that organisation, via the SARS 1% Levy process.

Hereafter notification will automatically be made by the SMS to all those companies that have submitted their WSPs/ATRs immediately after the document is successfully captured and approved by the Region. 

Please take note that the “new” 40% Mandatory Grant Payout has been deferred to April 2012, therefore all Mandatory payments for the 2011/2012 financial year will still be based on the existing 50% Mandatory Grant Payout. 

The SMS will once again “automatically” notify those companies that qualify for a Mandatory Grant immediately after a disbursement was made to that organisation. 

We appreciate your patience and invite our Fuel Retailers to participate in the Discretionary Grant opportunities, which was published a few days ago.
