REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS: DEVELOPMENT OF HIGH LEVEL QUALIFICATION FRAMEWORK FOR THE WHOLESALE & RETAIL SECTOR

INTRODUCTION:
Over the past two years, the Wholesale and Retail SETA has engaged in an extensive scoping of the sector. This has resulted in the registration of 15 new qualifications on the NQF between levels 2–5.  This begins to define the sector in terms of learning pathways linked to the appropriate occupationally-directed qualifications.

While the Qualification Framework developed thus far reaches to NQF Level 5, it has become apparent from the extensive scoping of the sector that has been completed as well as from the Sector Skills Plans that the W&RSETA specific qualifications are required above this level. 
REQUIREMENTS:

To this end, the W&RSETA is seeking to appoint a Service Provider to achieve the following:

· Conduct an extensive scoping of the wholesale and retail sector to determine the qualifications and learnerships needs above NQF Level 5
· Develop the qualification-sets that define this arena

· Provide a mechanism to integrate the qualifications defined with those at appropriate tertiary institutions
· Develop partnerships with suitable tertiary institutions.

Service Providers need to demonstrate the necessary experience in working at NQF Level 6 and above.
