The Wholesale & Retail sector is the fourth largest contributor to the national GDP with a share of approximately 13%. The W&R sector employs close to a million employees, with total salaries and wages amounting to some R 10,2 billion.

Who will conduct the training?

Training providers, which are accredited and have the scope to offer the identified W&R learning areas, will be sourced throughout the country.
Which areas of learning will form part of the IKUSASA National Schools Project?

· Behave in a professional manner

· Know Core Concepts 

· Understand the Sector  

· Sell goods 

· Care for Customers 

· Control cash

How will learners be recruited?

Various schools in identified areas will be approached, and learners who are interested will be invited to apply. Teachers will make the final decision on which applicants are most suitable to cope with the extra work, to commit their time to the project, and see it through from the beginning to the end.  Teachers will be made aware of the selection criteria of learners.
When will training start and end?

Orientation will be concluded by the end of August 2009. The first training session will be conducted in September/October 2009 and further training will be completed by the end of January 2010.

Will training be conducted during school hours?

As per current planning, all training will be conducted outside of normal school hours. The entire project requires 30 hours of formal instruction. This time will be combined to after-school afternoons, Saturday sessions and after the completion of the final matric examinations.
